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Principal Lee, did you want to become a teacher or a principal when you were young ?

When | was a kid, | did. | would mimic being a teacher writing on the blackboard. And my passion for education grew
when | was in my secondary school where | met many great teachers.

Later when | studied in university, the idea of becoming a teacher has come back to me again and | started to find
jobs related to education.
